
Seven years ago in one of WIN Panampunan’s feeding sessions, a young girl caught the attention of 
one of the workers. The girl was very frail – almost skin and bones. Her stomach distended and her 
sad eyes, bulging. At age 9, her built was that of a five-year old. 
 
Not only was her physical growth stunted but also her cognition. She was a regular attendee of the 
feeding program, and was often alone. Not one of the kids wanted to befriend this very shy girl. Her 
name is Maricel Rubia, the eldest among seven children of a broom peddler. 
 
The worker felt so much compassion for her. With permission from Maricel’s parents, she brought the 
girl home with her, and took care of her for a brief period of time. When Maricel showed improvement 
physically and mentally, she was returned to her natural family.  
 
In 2006, Pastor Becca Alcoran opened a tutorial ministry in her church. Every Saturday, kids from 
around the area would come and study with Sister Becca. Among them was Maricel, a 12 year old in 
the second grade.  Pastor Becca found herself in a challenging situation when she discovered that 
Maricel did not know her alphabets.  With God’s grace and the tutor’s dedication, Maricel learned to 
write and was able to pass successfully that school year. 
 
The very shy, little girl turned into an active, joyful and friendly teenager. At age 16, Maricel was able to 
attend the sixth grade in a nearby public school. Although girls her age were in senior high school, this 
did not dampen her spirit. Maricel knew her goal – to be like Pastor Becca someday, a precious prayer 
that she keeps in her heart. 
   
Maricel learned to read, write and properly groom herself with the help of Sister Becca, and along the 
way, she also learned to love the Lord. She would set aside a peso from her 5-peso daily allowance 
and on Sundays, she would be the very first to arrive at church, ready with her 5-peso tithe prepared in 
an envelope with her name written on it, which she joyfully offers at the altar. 
At last, Maricel was able to finish her elementary education and she makes a living as a sidewalk ven-
dor. From her meager earnings, she humbly offers her P50 tithe to God.  Her father has also started 
attending church with her. 
 
She discovered God’s love and compassion through the children’s ministry workers of WIN Panam-
punan. From this abundant love, she was also able to share that love in her heart with her mother and 
siblings. And, they believed and received Jesus Christ as their 
Savior and Lord. 
 
To all who have been supporting SOH’s Seeds of Nourish-
ment projects, you have our most sincere gratitude. You are 
part of the transformation made possible in Maricel’s life. But, 
it does not end here: thousands of children are being sup-
ported through feeding programs and Sidewalk Sunday 
Schools – children who, like Maricel, are simply waiting for 
someone to show the same love to transform their despair

 It is a fact that water is vital: No human being can live without it. Each day, we use 
water to cook, drink, bathe, wash, and water the plants. Drinking 8 glasses of clean water a 
day is needed to maintain good health. It refreshes the body, aids in digestion, regulates our 
temperature, lubricates our joints, helps in blood circulation, makes our skin supple… and 
the list of benefits goes on and on and on. This brought about the millions of dollars to the  
industry of providing clean and potable water. 
 
We grew up in the city where potable water is available anytime of the day at a turn of a 
knob. But this is not so, in some areas. 
 
For so many years, our church in Cagayan did not have their own water supply. Every day, 
Pastor Calano would fetch water from an open well that serves 15 families for the daily use 
of the church, the parsonage and our WIN pre-school. Later on, he turned an old washing 
machine tub fitted with a hose into an aqueduct, that runs through several houses to the 
parsonage.  He would fill the old tub with water from the open well and it supplies the 
church’s water needs. 
 
All sort of insects swim in the open well. Dirt, candy wrappers and cigarette butts also find 
their way in, which contaminates the water and makes it unsuitable for drinking. But they 
had no choice, they had nothing else. 
 
During Sis. Ching Lansang’s visit in Cagayan, she was burdened by their plight. She was 
alarmed by the dangers that the dirty water could bring to the community, especially the 
children. Upon returning from the Philippines, she rallied for a safe water supply to be given 
to them. 
 
WIN San Francisco saw the necessity and raised funds for WIN Cagayan’s water pump. 
Today, the church as well as the parsonage and pre-school – and even a number of families 
in the area, enjoy the convenience and safety of having abundant clean water within their 
reach.
