(2008). All these years the idea was to be connected to the loving God
through prayer and to make connections to the people for them to
experience that same love and transformation that God offers to
people who totally surrenders their life to Him.

We maintain the sub theme which is Bringing the WORD through
Care groupsOwhich is aimed at establishing small groups at the
communities where the Lord brought us to live. That same CCare
GroupOwill serve as the support group of the members and friends in

the locality. It is not different in direction from the main church but an TO WIN SOME
arm of the church serving in smaller communities. They are not gl

separated from the main vision of the main church. Though some TR oL JUMITRIES

group greatly benefit from these support groups but it did not come

smoothly to some established groups where some even temporarily stopped because some has not
gotten the long term vision of the church yet. But in general it strengthened relationship of the
members and some were able to reach out to their neighbors.

Joint Service

When we join together, our prayer and objective to unite the brethren in some cities and strengthen
their relationship with one another by wiping out the idea that they
are different teams is already in its course and thus time for us to
reach out to some of our friends. Although some irregular attendees
do not feel its advantage yet, but to the great mgjority it does. It did
not only encourage others because of the difference in numbers
compared to meeting separately but also able to attract others who
visit us when they see our particulars on the internet.

Care Groups

The activities of the
CCare groupsO are not
only limited to studying
the Bible but on
praying and caring for
one another including
their circle of influence
(families, neighbors
and friends). They aso hold Gmall groupO outdoor
activities but all with the awareness of the leadership of
the church to align every member and to be guided
through. Problems also arise when the leadership are not -
informed and thus cause overlapping of activities. The monthly prayer meeting every last Friday of the
month supplemented the weekly prayer meetings done in care groups.

Food Fellowship and Cleaning
The members aso enjoy the privilege of eating together
every Sunday where food is provided by different care
groups. A little sacrifice once a month gives way to
weekly fellowship. Assigned care group are only doing
this on a monthly basis and also sharing in the cleaning
tasks in the church. Every member enjoys serving and
helping one another as one belonging to one big family.
Cleaning for them is not a burden but an opportunity to
be part of the body. We get a lower cost of rent because
they considered us as partner thus we are allowed to use
al the facilities and even had the opportunity to
: participate in their monthly cleaning. Some enjoy doing it
but some who don@® understand the idea and only think about themselves don® dare to get involved in
the group.

Outreaches

This year we officially started some outreaches where
friends and contacts are unable to visit us because of some
constraints. We pool the members who team up with us
and asked them to commit to pray for their respective
towns and cities that God may open us some outreaches. It
started by inviting
new members in
the CCare
GroupsO and then
holding a joint
celebration of
care groups to cater for these new comers. This will also gave
birth to a full service in the future which will come naturally
out of new attendees. Currently we have small midweek and
weekend services in two different cities. We encouraged the
committed teams to do it on regular days so that it will not be
in conflict with the regular Sunday service.

Children® Ministry

Children ministry is smoothly running using the materials that we bought which will cater teaching
for the children for eight years and easily
contextualize based on the children® need
and status because the materials are
Scripture based while the visual aids are all
unmarked or not labeled with any language
which means that it can be taught in any
language that suits the children. The
instruction manual for teachers is very
informative and useful for teachers. They
just need to love it and have enough time to
prepare for it.
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The Youth Ministry is steadily growing and some
are regularly connected to other youth groupsin the
region and in other WIN international communities.
They had their first overnight retreat on January 3
with activity packed and since then they meet every
Sunday as their agreed activity even for a short time
while having food fellowship after the service. They
also schedule jamming sessions at any time they are
free from their study loads. Whenever there® an
opportunity to meet other youth in other churches
they try to join and one of this is an annual
gathering of youth in Netherlands where they held
activities for the youth and concerts open for the
public featuring well known gospel singers.

Women@ Ministry

Some gifted women initiated a Q_adies
NightO that gave birth to the official
Women@ Ministry this year. They had
their brainstorming for the past few
months and held a big gathering on
June 20 where most of the women of
the church participated. It was
encouraging because they are now open
to participate to their important role of
the body of believer and one of those is
to pray for this ministry that the Lord
gave them and for the whole church in
general.

but as time permits and as the Lord will
alow us to be part of them, we were
able to minister to those crews of
visiting ships and docked tankers with
Filipino employees. We are in close
coordination with other seamen ministry
(parachurch organizations) and we just
let people know and be aware of our
existence and sometimes just wait for
them to call us. When opportunities for
us to minister comes we visit them by
bringing them the committed team and
conduct Bible studies and prayer
meetings for them in the ship. It is not
regular yet but we are planning to have a
permanent place close to the port area
where they can just come and visit the
center while their ships are docked in the vicinity. We are also connecting them to Filipino
communities where sometimes lead them to meet relatives and friends and even lead them to visit
some churches here.
